And the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we saw His glory, glory as of the only begotten from the Father, 
full of grace and truth. 
 
 
Jesus is the central figure of all human history.  He is unique and no one has ever been like Him.  People have thought of 
Him as a great teacher, a religious leader, a prophet, the Son of God, even God Himself.  The claims He made, along with 
those claims by others, have launched Him into the center of endless controversies throughout history. 
 
Everyone must face the question that Pontius Pilate asked, “Then what shall I do with Jesus who is called Christ?” 
(Matthew 27:22).  But before you can answer, you must first understand who Jesus is.  This lesson will introduce us to

I. God Who Became Man- Jesus came into the world in human flesh.  He set aside, voluntarily, the 
independent use of His divine attributes and took on the form of a man.  He was fully human, a man in every 
way, except that He was without sin.  This fact is the “incarnation.”
